But if people learn self-denial (Luke 9:23), learn submission to 
God and care for our neighbor (Matthew 22), learn to be servants 
(John 13), learn to be content (1Timothy 6:8), learn to invest in 
family (Titus 2:5; Ephesians 6:4; Proverbs 22:6), and learn to clean 
out the inside of the cup, not just the outside (Matthew 23), then 
bright lights will shine. 

"Ye are an elect race, a royal priesthood, a people for God's own 
possession, that ye may show forth the excellencies of Him who 
called you out of darkness into His marvelous light...having your 
behavior seemly among the Gentiles; that...they may glorify 
God" (1Peter 2:9-12).
