Many will say to Me in
that day, 'Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in Your name, cast out
demons in Your name, and done many wonders in Your name?' And
then | will declare to them, 'l never knew you; depart from Me, you
who practice lawlessness!'" (Matthew 7:21-23).

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practitioner of a religion. How can this be, you ask? When the doctrine and
practice of the religion either omits or overtly breaks one of the Lord's
commands.

This is why it is so
important for us to “examining the Scriptures” to see if the teachings are
actually from God. (Acts 17:11) We can never be certain that we are on the
right path if we do not take the time to investigate the instructions we
follow.
